As accomplished readers we will explore literature 
that has a focus on war in ‘Christophe’s Story’ and 
war poets.

RE  
As Theologians the children will be exploring human 
choices and the consequences of sin. We will learn 
more about Christ’s teaching on forgiveness as we 
remind ourselves about the importance of the 
Sacrament of Reconciliation. 

 

Maths 
As mathematicians we will be mastering place 
value. We will be investigating properties of 
number in their relation to place value. We will be 
looking at mental calculation strategies for the four 
operations as well as formal written methods. We 
will also the relationship between length and 
perimeter and finding missing lengths.  

Science 
As Scientists we will be exploring the nature of 
electricity. We will look at what causes and electrical 
charge, how electricity is generated and the uses of 
electricity in the real world. We will explore how 
electricity starts in a power plant and ends up in our 
home as well as making circuits.

Geography

We will be 
practising using block lettering for writing and using 
bold, eye-catching combinations with their own 
pictures.  

Music: 
As musicians we will be exploring notation in music 
and practising and performing songs leading up to 
the Christmas production.

We will 
work on team passing and catching to become 
competitive. As well as learning the different 
positions and their roles.

As linguists we will continue to learn new phrases to 
help us talk about ourselves.
